Dear Friends,

August is here...*sigh*.

August is not my favorite month
(although I do get to celebrate my
wedding anniversary!). By the
time August rolls around, I am
very tired of summer. The heat,
the humidity, the bugs all con-
tribute to my weariness. I may
have moved away from Minneso-
ta to get away from the cold. But,
August wears me out and I find
myself pining for snow and ice. I
know. I know. I can hear you
saying it... “For Shame!”

However, August is the “home
stretch” of summer. A month
that is admittedly very hot and
humid, but at least holds the
promise of the coming Autumn.

The Fulfillment Team of our
“Unlocking Our Potential” Cam-
paign has begun working on a
plan to finish out our debt and
burn our mortgage in the near fu-
ture. In the coming months, you
will see and hear the signs of the
coming freedom from debt as the
Team shares its vision on how we
can finish this race, settle our
debts, and enter into the future
calling of Jesus Christ without
the burden of a mortgage.

God has worked wonders here at
PCW. It is evident in many areas,
but few more visibly than in our
diligence to “Unlock Our Poten-
tial” by getting out of debt.
