On Saturday, August 5th, 

John Bugele and Tim Culp 
attended a FREE choral 
reading session of new 
choir anthems at the Unit-

ed Methodist Church in 
Manchester, Missouri.  It 
was sponsored by Mid-

West Music Store in North 
St. Louis.  Various titles, 
composers, and levels of 
difficulty were presented 

so choir directors could 
get an over-all idea of each 
piece.  At the end of the 

reading session (9 a.m.ð
noon), people were invited 
to go to the sanctuary to 
hear their refurbished 5 

manual organ.  It is 134 
ranks (approximately 1/2 
pipe and 1/2 digital) with 

an antiphonal chamber in 
the rear balcony and 
speakers built in the ceil-
ing.  Itôs ñloudestò stop is a 

tuba.  Each manual has a 
tremolo stop.  The entire 
renovation was completed 

at a cost of 1.2 million dol-
lars.
